Child Safe Standards 

Now that we have settled well into first term, it is important for us to all understand the standards and policies that are in place to ensure our 

children are safe. As a school and a community that prioritises Child Safety, we need to ensure we comply with the Ministerial Order 870 

by ensuring the Child Safe Standards are well in place. As a community we have a responsibility to our children to ensure we ALL follow 

these standards. As a refresher for some and awareness for others, throughout the newsletters I will be addressing these standards, as well 

as  

concepts around our duty of care in keeping our children safe and protected from abuse within and outside the school hours. This week I 

would like to reiterate the standards for our new parents and any community readers that like to follow KIT. There are 7 Child Safe  

Standards that schools and organisations must have in place: 

1. Strategies to embed an organisational culture of child safety 
2. A child safe policy or statement of commitment to child safety 
3. A child safety code of conduct 
4. Screening, supervision, training and other human resource practices that reduce the risk of child abuse 
5. Procedures for responding to and reporting suspected child abuse 
6. Strategies to identify and reduce or remove risks of child abuse 
7. Strategies to promote child participation and empowerment 
The vital necessity of ensuring all staff have Working With Children Checks, Mandatory Reporting eLearning updates, professional  

development around recognising signs of abuse and the processes around reporting, as well as keeping our children safe, in and out of 

school, is part of our annual learning program. Last year, our newsletters focused a lot on cyber safety awareness and steps to put in place; 

resilience building, emotional regulation and development of our children through various ages. We shared some advice on healthy eating 

as well as the impact of sugar on behaviour and mental capacity, mental health and the more light hearted; positive parents and the im-

portance of families instilling a life balance that allows children, and parents, the down time they need to process this over-stimulated 

world. This year, whilst we will revisit some of these concepts and any requests for awareness that come through, we will look at creating 

great  

awareness around family violence, trauma, what we need to do as a community to ensure the protection of our children and how we support 

anyone in these situations. 

Already in motion, and has been for over the last 12 months, has been the regular monthly Family Violence meetings held at Upper Murray 

Health of which combines many representatives throughout the community and organisations come together to ensure forward motion in 

awareness and preventative practices against family violence.   

Last week, here at the college, we had Tammy Smith (DET Liaison Officer Respectful Relationships) presented to the school around the 

reality of family violence and its prevalence throughout Victoria, the effect on children, and more importantly how to go about assisting or 

supporting those in these situations. This is an important issue that we as a community are responsible for. More details will follow in a  

future KITs, however at the end of this KIT please find attached the PROTECT; Protecting Children from Abuse: for Parents and Carers. I 

thank you all for reading about this heavy topic, however if these issues are bought into the light, we as a community can work together in 

creating awareness and building our knowledge and ability to support.  

Have a great week ahead. Iôm looking forward to showcasing the great work the Student Leadership Team have done in raising awareness 

and funds for MJD (Machedo Josephôs Disease) at todayôs Bright Colours Day! Just the heads up for our new parents also, please like our 

great facebook page to that is continuously updated with all the great things our students do.

500ml Artstar PVA glue           Spoon 

250ml Warm water                   Borax  (1 tsp)                               

Large mixing bowl                    Mixing jug  

Measuring cups & Spoons 

Slime Directions: 

1 Pour 250ml of warm water into a container and stir in 1 teaspoon of Borax 

crystals until fully  

dissolved. 

2 In a clean bowl pour 250ml of Artstar PVA glue and gradually add in the  

borax solution one tablespoon at a time. If the slime is still too sticky add anoth-

er tablespoon of Borax solution (DO NOT ADD THE FULL 250ML OF BO-

RAX SOLUTION) stirring slowly while adding the solution until the slime 

starts to come away from the bowl.
