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Dear Parents/ Guardi ans,

This week I have noticed the many social media posts from within the community, reflecting the latest television coverage of the
global issue of bullying. Whilst there is many posts pointing out fibullyingd not much is said about the how we stop it and what
we as a community need to do to ensure our children® safety. Only last week I wrote about children® social emotional
development and the difficulty they have in navigating through social environments and the greater difficulty when this is
online. As stated last week, social media is a phenomenal tool however it comes with great responsibility. If you want to read
more about this, you can access last week® KIT through the college website.

This week I want to discuss what we can put in place to ensure our children are safe.

At the college, we do a lot of work around being safe online, including talks from Police Youth Liaison Officer, Guest Speakers
and through curriculum. However children have access to social media outside the realm of school. Hence, it is so important we
work as a community to assist our children to navigate through the high responsibilities of safe, responsible and respectable
online conduct. We already know that now 60% of primary students have social media accounts. Whilst this statistic is from
national research, we still need to be mindful to ensure we are educated in our own local community.

For students, we reiterate the four BG:
Be Respectful Be Responsible Be Safe Be a Learner

We are a tight community and it& been great to see that older students, or at times, community members bringing to our
attention, when students use online platforms in an irresponsible and negative manner. Whilst it can be tricky, incidences are
always followed up by taking time with parents, students and, when necessary, support networks. The word fibullying0 can at
times, be over-used or ambiguous. Our questions always work around, if a case where someone states: I/theyéve been bullied, is
Can you tell me , vihtleert detadls; e whoh vehén, where,cok whdt pldefer@d (if social media), what
occurred before and screen shots. This is vital information that allows us to create an action plan working towards resolution.
These are some simple things you can put in place to support your children:

1 Talk to your children about the responsibility of being connected online; the impact of their comments, the digital
fingerprint that sticks with them forever, the respect they must show towards themselves and others.

1 It is not recommended that children have access to instant messenger or instant online communication. This pressure is
just too great.

1 Restrict online hours. It& good practice for children to have a break from the demands of being constantly connected.
Start with no screen from 7-9pm for example.

1 Have conversations about what they are accessing, get them to show you. Talk about setting up privacy restrictions so
personal information remains personal.

1 If your child is experiencing taunts or teasing online, ensure screen shots are taken but also go through the following:
Donét Respond DBloclethe BRIp t a | iTalk tea trusted adult (parent, teacher)
1 If your child is witnessing others being taunted online, once again, ensure screen shots are taken. Get them to inform the

other to do the above.
Be a friend, not a bystander Save the evidence (screen shots) Tell a trusted adult

As stated previously, allow your children a break from social media. Ensure you are not permitting devices after certain times.
Give your child the opportunity to rest socially, emotionally and to remain as a child for as long as you can.
